Science and Engineering Building.

The equipment consists of:  

- NEC 2150 Data Projector 
- Crestron Touch Panel
- VCR/DVD Combination Player
- Digital Document Camera
- Computer with Sympodium Display
- Auxiliary Laptop Input
- Tegrity Ready

Crestron A/V Control Touch Panel

The Crestron Touch Panel is used to turn ñOnò the main system power, the data projector 
power, route the different media sources to the data projector for display onto the screen 
and control audio levels. The Touch Panel can also control the operation of some sources.

Note: The Touch Panel has blank page screen saver. If the screen is black, touch it to turn 
off the screensaver.

Getting Started:

Step 1: Turn ñOnò the System

Press the ñSystem Onò button 
located on the Crestron Touch 
Panel to turn the multimedia 
system ñOn.ò 

Step 2: Bring the Screen Down.

Press the ñScreen Downò button 
to lower the projection screen.

Step 3: Turn ñOnò the Projector.

Press the ñProjector Onò button to turn on the projector. Note: It takes a few seconds for the 
projector to power up. Please be patient.  

Step 4: Choose media sources to route to the Projectors.

The available sources are listed in the vertical column on the left side of the Crestron
Touch Panel. Select a media source and then press the ñSEND TO PROJECTORò button
to send the desired sourceôs output to the projector.
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
